Correct connections with the (battery/Motor) that is being used are very important to avoid damage to the Esc and the Motor. 

M+ red wire = (motor + positive) M- black wire = (motor - negative) B+ red wire = (battery + positive) B- black wire = 

(battery - negative) original plugs must be used as supplied by the factory. (Blue – negative battery and Blue

 – negative motor) sticker/decal is only used for colourful presentation because of the black background please 

follow the colour of the wiring for install.

We strongly recommend your hobby retail store were you purchased the Esc from to conduct the modifications to enable 

the end user to use other manufactures connectors to avoid warranty being void.
